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l. Scale Description

The Parent and Teacher Involvement Measure — Teacher is a 21-item measure developed for this project
to assess facets of parent and teacher involvement. Fast Track also has a 26-item parent version which
includes most of the items on the teacher version, as well as additional items (see separate report for
more detailed information). The measure assesses the amount and type of contact that occurs between
parents and teachers, the parent's interest and comfort in talking with teachers, the parent's satisfaction
with their children's school and the parent's degree of academic stimulation with their children (e.g.
reading to them, taking them to the library). The answers are coded on item-specific 5-point scales
where 0 represents no involvement and 4 represents high involvement.

ll. Report Sample

The current analyses are based on Year 5 data for all cohorts, including high-risk control (n = 446) and
normative samples (n = 387 including overlap, total N = 754). Students in the treatment condition were
excluded from the report sample. 114 students (15%) were missing responses for the entire scale,
including 54 normative students (14%) and 71 high-risk students (16%).

lll. Scaling

Scored datasets include scale scores for each subject for the 21-item instrument and for the three
subscales identified in a Technical Report dated 4/13/95: Parent Comfort and Endorsement of School,
Parent Involvement, and Parent-Teacher Contact. Scores are mean responses to scale items; per
project procedures, students failing to respond to at least half of the items of a scale receive no score.

IV. Differences Between Groups

ANOVAs comparing the high-risk sample and the normative sample (excluding those students also in the
high-risk sample), controlling for cohort, indicated differences on many items at the .05 level in Year 5.
Means were higher in the high-risk sample for items 1 (calls by parent), 2 (calls by teacher) and 4 (notes
by teacher), and, correspondingly, the parent-teacher contact subscale score. Means were higher in the
normative sample for items 13 and 16-21 (more general contact and comfort items), as well as the parent
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comfort subscale score.
